Among those awarded were Nu-Wu Arnold,  

recipient  of the Gettysburg Hospital Faith Red-

ding Memorial Scholarship.  This scholar ship was 

established in memory of former Gettysburg Hospital 

director of nursing, Faith Redding.  To qualify for the 

scholarship,  students must be enrolled in HACC’s 

Gettysburg Campus  nursing program with a minimum 

GPA of 2.0 and have unmet financial need.
