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HACC Foundation Transforms and Impacts!

The HACC Foundation recently provided funding for key projects at HACC, Central Pennsylvania’s Community
College.

The HACC Foundation, a nonprofit organization that raises private contributions in support of HACC, ap-
proved $185,578.79 for projects at the College. This funding is made possible through generous contribu-
tions from individual and organizational donors.

The HACC Foundation funded the following projects:

Purpose of HACC Foundation Funding Benefit to Students and College Funded Amount
Virtualization of Student Labwork via Funding will provide 50 concurrent user $86,656.96
Virtual Desktop Infrastructure (VDI) licenses to leverage VDI services to support

Technology HACC students. This project will provide

students with the ability to perform their
coursework using desktop virtualization
technology and leverage the ability to com-
plete this work from "any location" (on or
off campus) and from "any device" (PC or
MAC) regardless of device configuration.
PACS Analytics Module Funding will be used to purchase the Agfa $62,054.38
Business Intelligence module for the HACC
Radiology Informatics Program. The soft-
ware will allow students to perform data
mining and report writing against a dynamic
database that allows the curriculum to ex-
pand to trending and forecasting concepts.

Industrial Manufacturing Technician Funding will be used to purchase 15 new $25,617.45
Apprenticeship laptops and carrying cases for use in con-
ducting manufacturing and logistics training.

McCaskey Bridge Program Funding will subsidize the cost of participa $7,500
tion in a dual enrollment class for students
belonging to an underrepresented, under-
served or underprepared population in the
Lancaster City School District.

Assessment Guides for Faculty Funding will be used to distribute a Bloom $3,750
Taxonomy Slider and a Pocket-Guide for
evidence-based instruction to faculty mem-
bers.
