A General Among Us
Dennis Benchoff joined the Lancaster campus math department in 2001 as an 
adjunct professor of Mathematics.  Over the years he’s been at HACC, he’s taught 
almost every course offered by the math department.   In addition to teaching, 
he’ll be serving as the adjunct offi cer on the faculty senate next year.

Dennis was born in Waynesboro, Pennsylvania.  He and his wife Barbara live in 
Manheim Township and are the parents of two children, Melissa and Peter.  They 
enjoy visiting their six grandsons who live in Georgia and Kentucky.  

On August 31, 1998, Lieutenant General Dennis Benchoff retired from the United 
States Army, after serving on active duty for over 36 years.  He has served in 
various assignments in Army Material Command (AMC) throughout his career.  

In 1988 when he was a brigadier general and commanding general of the 59th Ordnance Brigade in Europe, he got the order 
to move 100,000 artillery shells fi lled with deadly nerve agents from Clausen, Germany to Nordenham, the German port 
from which they would leave for the Pacifi c.  According to the Senior News, April 2012:  “The Federal Republic of Germany 
recognized the signifi cance of the mission by awarding Dennis the Distinguished Service Cross with Gold Star, the highest 
award it gave to a person who was not German.”

In his retired life, Dennis enjoys sailing and woodworking (and teaching math).  His unfulfi lled ambition is learning to fl y and 
ten years from now he hopes to still be teaching.   His favorite sport is college wrestling.  His favorite food is Italian.  The title 
of his biography would be:  Public Service for Dummies.  The best advice he ever received is:   “When in charge, take charge.”

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Lancaster Nursing Students Participate in Service Learning Project:
On Tuesday, March 27, 2012, fi ve HACC Lancaster nursing students met with three Karen women who recently 
immigrated to the US from Burma via refugee camps in Thailand. Anne Kingsada, Thelma Duffy, Heather Ethriedge, 
Naomi Amos, and Brittany Burkholder met with these women in the patient education room at SouthEast Lancaster 
Health Services (SELHS) at 333 N. Arch Street in Lancaster.

The students provided education on:

*Navigating the U.S. healthcare system (including scheduling and keeping appointments, the use of the emergency 
room, and referrals for lab work and to specialty appointments)
*The importance of vaccinations
*The use of medications (e.g., Tylenol, antihypertensives, antibiotics)
*Taking of the body temperatures
*The importance of PAP tests for women

Some observations from the students included:

*How the women particularly enjoyed having their body temperatures taken with an oral thermometer and learning to 
open child-proof medication bottles
*“We all came prepared but had to make adjustments in our teaching and information presented based on our 
audience.”—Anna Kingsada
*Since one of the women had to translate for the other two, the students realized that they needed to “make it 
simple and to the point” (Thelma Duffy), “It’s very hard to translate medical jargon” (Heather Ethriedge), and 
that the language barrier “can make people isolate themselves from the society because they feel like they cannot 
communicate” (Naomi Amos).

Future sessions with these immigrant families are being planned with topics including the dangers of frequent use of 
fast food restaurants, recommended food portion sizes, well baby visits for children, and  understanding important 
numbers such as blood pressure and cholesterol.

Kudos to Nursing Professor Julia Sensenig, MSN, RN, CNE, for facilitating this valuable educational experience for 
these students.
