Steelcase Active-Learning Grant Awarded to HACC
LANCASTER, Pennsylvania—Last spring, Steelcase Education, a division of Steelcase, Inc., a global 
leader in the offi ce furniture industry, awarded active-learning grants as a part of an initiative to empower 
educators to implement active-learning strategies by leveraging classroom space.  While 540 applications 
were submitted, HACC was one of only 12 schools, 
community colleges, and universities awarded a grant.  
This two-year grant, valued at $50,000 for furnishing 
and installation, has already allowed our campus to 
transform EAST-347 into an exciting active-learning 
space.

While the room’s fi nal touches were added just days 
before the start of the semester, this did not deter one 
faculty member from utilizing the new space.  Tammy 
Gingras-Moore was the fi rst faculty member to teach 
in the interactive setting.  On teaching in the “Steelcase 
Room,” Tammy noted, “It has been a wonderful 
experience…I am getting 100% participation every 
day.”  She further explained that the room has increased opportunities for collaboration among students.  By 
working collaboratively with their peers and their instructor, students are regularly devising different ways 
with which activities and lectures can be presented in the class.

This grant will further allow HACC’s Lancaster Campus to design spaces that complement the innovative 
teaching practices encouraged by faculty participation in HACC’s Centers for Innovation and Teaching 
Excellence (CITE) workshops and innovative online and blended-learning training courses.  HACC’s 
Lancaster Campus has the oldest and one of the most active CITEs of HACC’s fi ve campuses. CITEs provide 
the training needed to achieve student success through active and collaborative learning. 

Additionally, as part of this grant, HACC will create eight, three-to-fi ve-minute QuickTip videos 
demonstrating best practices in collaborative classrooms.  The College will publish these videos on its own 
YouTube channel for both internal and external audiences.

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New Fitness Stations on the Walking Trail

The newly added fi tness trail includes stations in sequence to develop fl exibility, strength and aerobic 
endurance.  Because of the need for more exercise possibilities for students and staff, stations for a variety 
of exercises were grouped in 3’s at 4 different locations about 100 yards apart on the campus trail.  The 
stations are open to anyone included fi tness classes on campus.  The locations allow individuals to run/walk 
to reach the station and then follow sign directions to complete exercises on the equipment.

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HACC Student Sacrifices for Education but Knows It’s Worth It
Scholarship cycle opens to help alleviate barriers to education 

 For a mother of four children who is putting herself through college, financial 
support is a big deal. Thanks to the HACC Foundation, Thelma Washington is
one of many students at HACC, Central Pennsylvania’s Community College, to 
receive scholarships from the HACC Foundation. 

Washington returned to HACC to pursue a credential in the fields of technology 
and real estate, so she can help those who are struggling to find affordable 
housing. She explained in her scholarship essay, “I too have struggled to 
provide for my household with our budget. But to sacrifice for my education is 
very important as a 52-year old adult. Receiving one or several scholarships will 
help me stay focused on my educational goal and yet provide for my household. 
I am starting over with my education to help myself and others who may be 
homeless or perhaps sleeping in their cars with their family. I know what it’s like 
to lose a job and a home. But I’ve come to this conclusion: As long as there is 
breath in your body, God has given one the opportunity to start over again.” 

(HACC Foundation Scholarship Recipient, Thelma Washington) 

Washington took the step to start over and became a recipient of the Millard C. Freysinger Scholarship. “The 
scholarship helped me get my books and the materials that I needed. It really helped me to not struggle as hard as I 
would have,” said Washington. 

The scholarships are provided to help students pay for their tuition, books and fees. The scholarship cycle opens 
Aug. 4, 2015. With more than 200 scholarships available, HACC students are encouraged to apply by Oct. 1 for 
funds that will financially assist them during the spring 2016 term. Students must be enrolled at HACC to apply 
for the scholarships. 

Students receive scholarships and awards from the HACC Foundation as a result of charitable contributions from 
private and corporate donors throughout Central Pennsylvania. These scholarships and awards were established to 
provide educational opportunities for students who are in need, who are studying particular programs, who excel 
academically, who are involved in community service or who meet other criteria. 

The HACC Foundation awarded 2013-14 scholarships to 845 students totaling nearly $1.1 million to be used for 
tuition and book costs. 

Students can apply online through AcademicWorks, a convenient scholarship management system that allows HACC 
to efficiently match students with relevant scholarship opportunities, manage awards and recognize scholarship 
donors. Students only need to apply once per cycle and are automatically matched to one or more scholarship 
opportunities based on specific criteria. An online video tutorial is available to provide instruction on how to easily 
navigate the scholarship application process.

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HACC ranked 5th Nationally
in Digital Community Colleges Survey

The Center for Digital Education (CDE) announced the results and winners of its 2015 Digital Community
Colleges Survey. The CDE is a national research and advisory institute specializing in K 12 and higher
education technology trends, policy and funding. The Center provides education and industry leaders
with decision support and actionable insight to help effectively incorporate new technologies in the 21st
century. The Center is a division of e.Republic, the nation's only media and research company focused
exclusively on state and local government and education.

The survey is in its 10th year and analyzes how community colleges use digital technologies to improve
services to students, faculty, staff and the community at large. Findings include: 58% support student
job placement through online resume building tools, 43% have strategies in place for the use of mobile
devices and 81% of colleges surveyed use cloud computing services resulting in cost savings.

For the second year in a row, HACC has been named as a Top 10 Digital Community College in the large
college category (10,000 students or more). We are proud to announce that in 2014, we ranked 5th,
moving up two on the list from 7th in 2013.

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Shelter in place drills are conducted several times a year. Your participation is instrumental in the success 
of our drills. A shelter in place is a response used when a life threatening emergency occurs on campus and 
evacuation is not possible or safe. This may include a number of emergency situations, including "active 
shooter" events. This drill is designed to assist the campus community in learning to implement the shelter 
in place procedure as well as evaluate police and security response to these situations. The purpose of 
these drills is to fi nd areas in which we, as a college, can improve upon and better prepare for emergency 
situations. 
For a successful drill, we ask that you observe the following:
• You will hear an announcement at the start of the drill 
• If in a hallway or open area, move to the nearest interior room capable of being locked 
• Lock the door if a manual locking device is present. Card reader equipped doors will lock   
 automatically soon after the drill commencement. 
• Turn off lights in the room 
• Take cover out of sight of any windows into the room 
• Remain calm and quiet. Uniformed offi cers will be checking that doors are locked and people are out  
 of sight 
• Do not open the door until an "All Clear" is announced.
